Your first semester final exam for English class is a literary analysis essay. You will write the essay during the class exam time and submit it to turnitin.com via Schoology by the end of the exam time along with your outline.
The objective of the essay exam is for you to consider the works that we’ve read over the course of the semester and then craft an essay in which you explore one of the questions listed below. Your essay should illustrate what you have come to understand from our work this semester.  My hope is that your essay illustrates deep reflection and critical analysis of the texts. You must use at least two of the texts that we’ve studied this semester in your essay.   
1. What do the texts that we have read this semester reveal about human nature?

2. What do the texts that we have read this semester reveal about being a person of character? In other words, what does it mean to be a person of character?
