Narrative Essay Take Two
We’re on to narrative two! Like the last assignment, I am asking that you write a narrative that focuses on a topic of your choice or a topic from one of your college applications. While you should model your essay after the ones that we’ve reviewed in class, I encourage you to challenge yourself with this essay—try using humor, dialogue, flashback, etc. Remember that you will receive feedback from your peer groups before turning in the final essay, so you will have time to revise if you need it. I’ll return your first essay, so you’ll be able to apply the feedback to your final essay, too. Review your scoring guide and notes. Once again, if you have a college essay that you’re working on, you may use it for this as long as it meets the assessment requirements of the assignment.
*Note:  Please see me if you have questions about whether your college application essay will work.

Where should I begin?

· Review the writing you’ve done in class. Is there an idea that you can develop into a longer essay?

· Skim over the essays that we’ve read. Is there a specific essay that speaks to you or an idea that you’d like to try to capture?

· Review the writing territories document. Is there a topic that you’d like to explore? 

· Look over your college applications. Is there a question that you’d like to work on that meets the requirements of the assignment? 
· Review the peer feedback and my feedback.
· Brainstorm. List all the details about the topic / story that come to mind. This includes sights, sounds, smells, etc. Your goal is to show rather than tell and appealing to the senses in a good way to do this. Take your time here. The more details that you can list here, the more you’ll have to work with as you begin to write the essay.

· Typed

· Single-spaced

· 500-650 words (Note: I amended the word count slightly from the first essay.)

· The final essay
· Peer review document
